Summer Reading Assignment – English IV

Henry James’ Daisy Miller is a tale about the moral choices of the title character. For this assignment, pretend you are Daisy Miller and that you are keeping a journal. Write 4-6 journal entries from different parts of the novella. The total number of words for all entries should be 750-1000. Each diary entry should be written from the first-person perspective as if you were the character of Daisy Miller. Write about her thoughts on a specific event in the novella, and use at least one short quotation per entry. You can modify the quotation to be first person, or you can imagine Daisy Miller thinking about it (I can’t believe that Winterbourne said “blah blah blah”!). Include a page number in a parenthetical citation when you incorporate your quotations. In addition, make an illustration of what you think is the climax of the novella. In other words, identify what you think is the scene with the highest point of conflict and tension, and then make an illustration of it. The illustration can be in pencil, pen, marker, or paint. It can be a close-up portrait or a wide-shot. It can be any size. Use details from the book as a basis for your illustration, and you can include objects in the illustration.
